The Board of Trustees approved a resolution at its February 7, 2023,
business meeting, to authorize an electric aggregation agreement with
Energy Harbor as negotiated by Trebel Energy.

The fixed rate agreed upon with Energy Harbor is 6.99 cents per KWh for
26 months. This plan also includes a carbon free option for 7.29 cents per
KWh for 26 months.

Energy aggregation programs provide a critical safety net for residents
to guard against unexpected price hikes in the energy markets during
the life of the contract.
