Cromer Park is nestled inside the historic Chautauqua community
located in the western-most area of the township off Chautauqua
Road, across the river from Crains Run Nature Park. The grant money will
go a long way for plans to build a new shelter and upgrade play
equipment. Funds will also help purchase benches, a grill and picnic
tables.

The $50,000 grant award will allow township staff to employ a consultant
to guide us while making zoning regulation improvements and updates.
Originally established in November 1972, the Zoning Resolution has been
updated many times over the years, most recently in October 2022.

The resolution sets standards and expectations of properties throughout
the township. It helps us effectively reach development goals set forth in
The Plan, a comprehensive vision for future growth, adopted in March
2022. The project must be completed by May 30, 2026, to comply with
the grant.
